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      Professor Charles B. Hawken of Oxford spoke on his researches near Abergavenney, Wales. He has found fragments of a journal kept by a Christian hermit in the Welsh moun- tains in the early 8th century. The journal illuminates several aspects of piety and religious practice of the British people during the Dark Ages. Of especial interest is the account of a vision, experienced in the year 717 or 719 by this anonymous chronicler, of the Holy Grail of Arthurian legend: “...the humble wooden cup that held God’s blood, which resided at Avalon in the days of King Arthur, carven with holy symbols and shining with the light of grace.”
